Hi Judy and Frank – here is an interesting question.

We have a potential 2010 REACH candidate named Matthew Baker, from Cheshire, CT. Mom has visited us and two other places and likes us the best. Matthew has not yet done a six-day visit. Here is the issue. The family has a Roth IRA in Matt’s name that they need to cash in on within the next week. This is because the family is trying to get rid of assets so that Matthew can qualify for Title 19 by July 1. I guess the state has passed a new law that says if you are not enrolled with Title 19 by July 1, you will not get a DDS caseworker. So they are moving fast to make this happen.

The question the family is asking is this:  can they pay the boarding portion of REACH now and put the money in escrow with us? They are assuming Cheshire schools will pay the education portion. I don’t know whether we do this and since Matthew has not yet done a six-day visit, we don’t really even know yet if he’s viable. On the other hand, it gives us a ready-made admit!

Judy is due back in on Weds, so I told the family we will get back to them tomorrow but I wanted to let Frank know to see what he thinks.
